Setting the clock and day of the week
This thermostat is fitted with a real time clock. It is essential that the clock time and day are set accurately if you require your programmed events to start
on time. To set follow the steps below:

o Touch the time display and the time will start flashing. Use the up ang down arrows to set the time.By holding the arrow down the time will change faster.

e Press to store and exit.

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Setting the Program Schedules

This thermostat has the ability to program each individual day of the week separately, or program 7 days of the week at once. You can also program weekdays (5 days) to
one schedule and then weekends (2 days) to a different schedule. See the Menu information for details on how to set this up.(refer to Menu 10)

Program = Start Time Setpoint | Explanation
1 WAKE 07:00 22°C Set to the time you would like to wake to and the temperature you want during the morning, until you left for the day.
2 LEAVE 09:30 16°C Set to the time you leave home and the temperature you wish your home to maintain while you are away at work perhaps. ]
3 RETURN 16:30 29°C Set to the time you return home at end of the day and the temperature you want during evening until bed time.
4 SLEEP 22:30 16°C Set to the time you sleep and the temperature you want ovemlght ( usually a comfortable and energy saving temperature). ]

Above are default program schedules, to make changes, follow easy steps as below.
(1) Press and the day display will start flashing. (If your thermostat is set to 5+2 day programmable mode, the programming will skip to step3)
