Regardless of the density and strength of the
tile, stains can develop.

Always test products in a small hidden area
first to check for any adverse reactions
between the porcelain and the products used.

Follow the detailed instructions on the label.

Greasy or waxy maintenance products may
bind dirt and will affect the slip resistance of
the porcelain.

Sealers are only used on dry surfaces. If not,
the sealer will not absorb into the tile properly
and will cause abnormal marking.

Do not allow the product to dry on the surface.
Carefully remove all excess liquid while still
wet. If the product is beginning to dry
redissolve with a little more sealer and

wipe off.
